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Puhi Puhi Scenic Reserve Walkway:
Drive 12kms north of Kaikoura then turn left up the 
Puhi Puhi Valley, a gravel road. A flat loop track 
through a scenic reserve, lowland Podocarp forest, 
30 minutes return.

Hanmer Forest Park 
Mountain Bike Trails:
Tracks accommodate the novice 
rider with flat rides through the 
Heritage Forest and offer more 
advanced riding north of Jollies 
Pass Road. For the more 
adventurous, there are 
backcountry roads and trails in 
the St James Conservation Area 
and the infamous Jacks Jollies 
Loop.  

Molesworth Road and the Acheron, 
via Jollies Pass.
